There
is the constant worry that we can be asked to get rid of the dogs at any time, due to the fact
we are in a residential house.

The Dog Isolator in the area have every right to
come into our house and take our dogs from us
this is the last thing we would want to have hap

We desperately need to raise the money to pur{
chase the land / building before this happens.
