Lucinda was brought to us on the 1st October  by a group of young men who said she 

had been hit by a car. She had obvious spinal injuries and was unable to walk and use 

her back legs properly and had a large swelling to her side where we suspected she 

had broken ribs. 

The next day Lucinda was taken to the vets in Plov-

div. X rays showed two separate fractures to her spine 

and several broken ribs. The vet said that her injuries 

were not consistent with being hit by a car and he felt 

sure that she had received three separate blows. Two 

to her back, each time fracturing her spine and another 

to her side which broke several ribs. On top of this she 

also had bronchitis.  

We were able to bring her home to the shelter  and she 

was on various meds some of which were intravenous 

so had to be given through a catheter in her leg. Her 

movement had to be restricted so we did try her in a cage but she became distressed and was 

only really happy when she was lay on the settee and snuggled up in bed 

with us at nights.  

Lucinda returned to the vets a week later and at this time she had stopped 

eating. X rays showed that her fractures and broken ribs were healing well 

but she was now seriously ill with the bronchitis and stomach problems. 

She had to stay at the vets for two nights where she was rehydrated and 

given more meds and also had two hourly x rays on her stomach to check 

the progress of food passing through. Two days later we were able to col-

lect her and bring her back with more meds.  

It was thought that she may have to return for an operation on her side 

where there was still a swelling from her broken ribs but fortunately this 

healed and the swelling went down . 

Lucinda continued to improve and get stronger each day. She was vac-

cinated and microchipped and it was lovely  to see her running about the 

fields for the first time when she could finally go out for walks.  

She is now available for adoption but needs a very special home. She is a 

very loving girl and gets on very well with the other dogs, pups and cats 

but due to having 24 hour attention for so long, she is a little spoilt and is 

not used to being left. She is very vocal when she plays with other dogs 

and when she wants attention and she will make a lot of noise if she is shut in another room.. She is used to people being about 

all the time and still climbs on the bed with us at night so she needs a loving home where this wouldnôt be an issue.
